Annual Parish Meeting

Anne Young and 3 young people (Hannah, Sophie and Evie) from the Youth Club attended to report on activities during the year and to thank the Parish Council for the grant received last year. The Youth Club is run by volunteers and is very successful with in excess of 30 young people attending every week. Anne noted the activities carried out for all members plus the increasing number of older members. Anne highlighted that it was important that special activities were held regularly to keep the attention of young people and grants were very important to ensure that these events can be held. Ward Councillor Linda Bayram commented that elsewhere in Howdenshire youth clubs were run by employed youth workers and she congratulated the club. Parish Councillors resolved to record a vote of thanks to the volunteers for their hard work and dedication plus activities that are arranged for our young people

Mary Whitworth attended to talk about problems on the rail trail and in Dingle Dell, Mary is concerned at the killing off of ivy plus spraying of marginal plants that has occurred with the resultant loss of habitat for wildlife. Parish Councillors were very concerned at the report and resolved to follow this up with the East Riding of Yorkshire Council
Mary also reported that the work to identify trees worthy of a Tree Protection Order has started but will take some time

30/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 13/4/2017, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

31/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Bubwith School posters were circulated and these will be put up around the parish. Parish Councillors were impressed with the standard of work
· Allotments, the vacant plot has now been taken and the Christmas Trees are thriving
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, it was reported that the contract to replace door and windows has been agreed, £12,000 of grants has been received for this project and a further £5,600 will be found from reserves.  The new kitchen donated by Howdens will be fitted by the end of June and the kitchen is being made larger to take full advantage of this at a cost of approx. £3,5000. The main project of refurbishing the roof is moving forward and fundraising is ongoing to ensure there are funds to support grant applications
· Speeding concerns and options to explore to reduce speeding in the parish, Chairman, Clerk and Ward Councillor Victoria Aitken reported on a meeting held with adjacent Parish Council Chairmen. Good ideas came out of the meeting and it was noted that a “speeding champion” needs to come forward from each parish to help with the workload
· Trees survey, covered earlier
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site, still looking for someone to host the site
· Clerk reported that the speed checks were now happening on Breighton Road

· Denise Shingler reported a conversation about the trees on the Honeypot which thanked our Ward Councillors for their balanced approach to this issue that has caused a loss of community cohesion

Grant application from Bubwith Leisure Centre was discussed, it was noted that the Parish Council had grant aided the Leisure Centre and Playing Fields to £2,700 in each of the last three years. Denise Shingler noted that many improvements were about to happen in the Centre which would improve this vital parish asset. Denise proposed that as a one-off (ie no precedent to be set) that the grant be increased to £3,500 and be paid in one amount now, this was seconded by Chairman. Malcolm Henson proposed an amendment of a £3,000 grant and this was defeated by 5 votes to 1 with 2 abstentions. The original motion of £3,500 was approved by 5 votes to 1 with 2 abstentions. It was noted that the 2 Leisure Centre trustees abstained from voting

· Denise Shingler reported disappointment at the reaction of the surgery to work done on Surgery Lane, she had hoped that they would have looked at a maintenance programme

· Malcolm Henson reported that trees and a hedgerow had been felled adjacent to the airfield entrance on the B1228, Clerk noted that this had been reported to the Forestry Commission

· Paul Lambert reported that pot holes adjacent to the Dyons entrance were still a problem plus that McColls staff were concerned at dog poo being put in their bin

· Mike Suddaby reported that the school crossing patrol person had not yet been replaced plus damage to the verge on Intake Lane plus a damaged fence on the riverbank walk
