Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 13 July 2017 in the Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session

The meeting was attended by people with concerns over the planning application for BTS Logistics plus the Managing Director of BTS, the Parish Council has also received letters of objection

A letter has been circulated to some Bubwith parish residents inferring that the application was to increase the number of HGVs from 14 to 30. This is misleading as the application has nothing to do with the number of HGVs being used by the business, this letter was unsigned and was not from the Parish Council

The business has licences to operate 8 HGVs until 30/4/2020 and a further 6 HGVs until 28/2/2018, these licences or numbers of HGVs do not form part of the planning application

People objecting to the application cited the number and weight of HGVs using the unsuitable route along Church Street, Breighton Road Bubwith and the C49 between Bubwith and Breighton, plus the poor state of the Sands Lane Breighton access road, surface water concerns, the mention of Selby & District Motor Club in the application, damage to the roads, pavements and verges along the route from the A163 to Sands Lane. They also questioned the use of the proposed new building

Residents asked if another route could be found across the airfield to link up to the B1228 so avoiding the current route

The MD of BTS Logistics also attended the meeting and answered the comments by saying that the company is operating legally. He went on to make the following observations 

· He cited lots of other large vehicles using the access roads between the A163 and the company site

· The reference to the Motor Club was a mistake by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council and was not relevant to the application

· The route currently being used was not ideal but it was where the company had its business so it was doing its best to integrate into the community. 

· The company HGV drivers were instructed to drive at 20mph until they leave Bubwith and to give way to other road users, these instructions formed part of the drivers’ contracts

· 45% of the company employees were local to the area and the company uses local shops etc so bring business into the local community, 

· The company had spent £10,000 on improving Sands Lane and planned to concrete the road in the future, 

· Hours of work have been adjusted to create the least disturbance to residents in that 11 of the 14 HGVs leave site on Monday and do not return until Friday evening, as many as possible trailers were parked off site in Selby,

· BTS frequently had HGVs visit who wanted the B1228 side of the airfield and these had nothing to do with BTS. 

· Access to the B1228 through the airfield was not possible due to other people owning land and not allowing access, 

· Surface water drainage on site has been improved with a £12,000 investment.

·  The MD stated that the new building had no definite plan for usage at the moment and it was included in the application in preparation for some potential use in the future

Bubwith Parish Council then discussed the application and considered that the application was not to increase the number of HGVs but was to regularise the current activities plus erect a building. The Parish Council considered that the objections to the application had been satisfactorily covered by BTS and found no reason to object to these proposals and therefore supported the application and recommended approval to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council (who make the decision)

Following the discussions about access through the airfield the Parish Council resolved to investigate a possible cut through from the Breighton side to the B1228, currently the airfield site operates as two separate halves with no access between the two halves

Two members of public also attended to express concern about sewage problems on Breighton Road Bubwith where raw sewage had pushed up onto a property. The Clerk informed that a meeting was to be held with Yorkshire Water to discuss these issues

· Dog fouling, sadly some of the posters prepared by Bubwith Schoolchildren have been ripped down, email from dog warden was read out saying a £75 fixed penalty notice had been served on a resident for allowing a dog to foul in Church Street Bubwith, without picking up, this to be put in the newsletter
· Allotments, nothing to report
· Public Rights of Way, possible poisoning of dogs on the rail trail was noted
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the donated kitchen from Howdens had been fitted and the start date for the new doors and windows was 20 July. Finances were stable with £2,500 being raised from two recent events plus the bar account was now meeting its lease obligations by making regular payments to the charity. Engineers are currently examining the roof to allow a decision on which option to pursue
· Speeding concerns and meeting Wednesday 12 July, the meeting was attended by 20 residents and a group had been formed to take forward initiatives to curb speeding
· Trees survey has been carried out and a report will follow 

(Richard Moore joined the meeting)
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site, Clerk reported that a grant has been received to allow a website to be developed and maintained in the future
· Planning for Christmas, it was resolved to hold the Carols around the tree event with mulled wine afterwards in Richard & Shirley Moore’s barn on Sunday 17 December starting at 6pm. The Parish Council suggested that the Leisure Centre might host a Christmas event on Saturday 2 December with hopefully input from the school and Allsortz
· Sewage problems Breighton Road, a meeting has been arranged with Yorkshire Water on Thursday 20 July at 10am to discuss how to solve the recurring problems 
· Bubwith memorabilia, an old ordnance survey map has been donated to the village by the son of a former resident, it was resolved to ask if the Leisure Centre could hang it in the bar lounge if the Parish Council had it framed
· Ian Peach has informed the Parish Council of waste that has been left in a large shed on the airfield, ERYC and Environment Agency are aware
