Public session

Four residents of Breighton attended to express disappointment with the Parish Council about consultation comments on the recent planning application for BTS Logistics on Sands Lane Breighton. Residents explained that the road surface on Sands Lane was a mess, a fence had been put up wrongly, the number of HGVs operating was more that licences permit, they questioned whether planning permission was valid for the site, drivers are sleeping in the HGVs at the weekend, the access route is unsuitable. Parish Councillors replied that the application details presented by East Riding of Yorkshire Council were the facts that were used by the Parish Council when they were consulted on the application and its recommendation was based on these facts. Parish Councillors later resolved to ask the planning department at ERYC about the planning permission issue and to ask them to check compliance with the HGV licences showing maximum numbers of HGVs operation from the site
Andy Williams explained that he is heading a group to look at speeding in Bubwith and how this might be tackled. Ten people have joined the group and the first meeting will be in October. Andy has asked the Police for information on speed checks undertaken with results and what measures are planned to protect residents from speeding traffic

· Public Rights of Way, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the rail trail between the B1228 and Foggathorpe has been much improved, Sandra Hills reported that the PROW near the B1228 was impassable due to the recent trees removal
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, raise the roof update by Richard Moore. The doors/windows replacement is complete, the new kitchen is nearly ready for use and now work is progressing on the roof project, engineers have investigated raising the low roof to the same height as the high roof plus overcladding the roof and cladding the walls to include windows. Tender documents and planning application will follow and grants applied for. Richard also reported new lighting in the corridor plus improved disabled access. The 1909 OS map donated to the parish will be framed and hung in the Leisure Centre
· Trees survey ongoing
· Bubwith Parish Council web-site, Clerk and Barry Carpus to action this shortly
· Planning for Christmas, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the Leisure Centre will host a Christmas event on Saturday 2 December and this will include a Christmas Variety event
· Sewerage problems Breighton Road, report of meeting with Yorkshire Water concluded that YW will solve the current problem that they blame on fat in the sewers but are reluctant to do improvement works that are needed
· Breighton Airfield, layout provided by Ward Councillor Nigel Wilkinson. The layout was missing many businesses on the airfield particularly at the Sands Lane end, Clerk to investigate finding more information perhaps via business rates. Concern was expressed about potential for fire/fumes etc affecting the parish if an incident was to occur. 
· The new school term starts in September and we still do not have a crossing patrol person, this to be noted in the newsletter
