
Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 9 February 2017 in the Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session, Paul Lambert spoke as a member of public about the provisional tree protection order. He stated that his family wished to cut down one tree and prune the other 4 trees, he was willing to replace the cut down tree with a more appropriate specimen. The land where the trees are is unregistered and the trees were growing large, one tree was only 5 metres from his property and he had concerns for his drains and foundations plus the tree shadowed the property to such an extent that damp was becoming a problem and also branches were starting to fall. He stated that in 2001 and 2009 East Riding Council were happy to see work done on trees, he had recently written to all neighbours stating his wish to take action on the trees and had only the one negative comment. He prepared to have the work done and 2 days before this happened a provisional tree protection order had been served
08/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 12/1/2017, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

09/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, Sandra Hills reported that the East Riding Council dog warden was attending a school assembly on 8 March to discuss care of pets including the need to clean up after them. A dog poo poster competition will be set up with the school-children and Parish Councillors resolved to commit £45 to prizes for the 3 best posters. It was also reported that doggie bags were being put in the McColls litter bin and this was inappropriate, a newsletter item will ask dog owners to put these bags in the village bins instead
· Allotments, there are now 3 vacant plots, Clerk reported that he will arrange for Christmas trees to be planted shortly
· Public Rights of Way, Charlotte Atkinson reported that the new bridleway exit from the rail trail at Highfield was an improvement and that issues on the rail trail at the Bubwith/Foggathorpe boundary had been resolved thanks to Lesley Whitehead of the ERYC. Parish Councillors commented on the riverbank walk from Bubwith bridge to the north, the path is open to the first gate and is then blocked as no public right of way exists beyond the gate. Residents were contesting this and clarification has been sought from English Nature and East Riding of Yorkshire Council. A definitive PROW map is to be requested 
· Bubwith Centre, raise the roof update. Barry Carpus and Charlotte Atkinson reported that following the loss of the WREN grant various future options were being discussed and the public meeting on 21 February will progress this process. Parish Councillors were encouraged to attend this meeting (in the Leisure centre at 7.30pm), Parish Councillors were reminded that the £15,000 loan was still valid and that the  Leisure Centre AGM was on 7 March at 8.15pm and that their attendance would be beneficial to satisfy themselves that this loan and/or a grant was being used wisely
· Breighton Road speed survey has been booked, speeding in the parish is a major concern to residents and the Parish Council and various possibilities were discussed. It was pointed out that many meetings had been held with East Riding Officers and all “physical” options had been explored, we were left with driver education and information. Clerk explained that HOSM Parish Council was exploring using roundels on recycling bins, Linda Bayram suggested that the Police could be asked to patrol problem areas and a possible scarecrow competition themed to Police could be used. These options will be explored and discussed at the March meeting
· Trees Staithe Street have now been cut satisfactorily
· Spaldington wind farm fund representative, Sandra Hills was nominated to be the Bubwith representative
· Safety measures for the School gate area, waiting to hear from ERYC, Linda Bayram suggested contacting the Police for advice and this will be done
10/17 Planning applications
16/04124/PLF Erection of 1st floor extension to side at 1 Staithe Street for Mr & Mrs Thorburn, supported
17/00289/PLF Erection of a general purpose agricultural building at Poplar Farm, Willitoft Road Willitoft for JP Morris and Son, supported
17/00126/VAR Removal of Condition 7 (archaeology) of planning permission 16/03313/PLF to allow erection of 1 dwelling without archaeology condition 

14/00117/VAR Removal of Condition 12 (archaeology) of planning permission 16/02053/VAR to allow erection of 8 dwellings and associated works without archaeology condition

Both of these application relate to Land South of Mulberry House Church Street for Mr Christopher Cobley, both were returned with no comments

Provisional Tree Preservation Order covering 5 silver birch trees at land Honeypot/Church Street junction and into Honeypot, the provisional order is open to comments until 17 February 2017 after which the order can be made permanent. The Parish Council considered the reason for the provisional order was stated as if the trees were lopped/removed it would be “harmful to the visual amenity of the area”
Parish Councillors noted the comments made earlier in the public session and accepted the concerns about possible property damage and the commitment to plant a new tree if an existing tree was removed, they also noted that the East Riding Council had previously no objections to the removal of the tree and pruning of the others
Parish Councillors therefore supported the removal of the problem tree on condition that a replacement tree was planted, they also supported the pruning of other trees on condition that the work is carried out by qualified people. Parish Councillors considered that this would negate any possible harm to visual amenity and would improve the streetscene

The Parish Council therefore recommended that the provisional tree protection order is lifted

(Paul Lambert left the meeting during discussion of this item)

· Chairman reported road defects at two places on Main Street and a rattling drain cover

· Paul Lambert reported the new double yellow lines on Church Street were effective

· Mike Suddaby reported that the surgery lane entrance was badly potholed and suggested the surgery should be asked for action, he also reported that the Churchyard war memorial was in need of tidying up

· Sandra Hills reported that all public rights of way need to be reported for inclusion on maps before 2026 or they risk being lost
