Public session
Spaldington AD plant grant application, Dave Fielder objected to the application and gave information and showed pictures to back up his comments on the planning application
Dave stated that information in the application was not correct and his information has been given to the planning department at East Riding Council. The application states that spreading of liquid waste would be on fields local to the site thereby negating traffic movements, the land around the site is made up of heavy clay and therefore liquids will not percolate through the ground, the liquid waste therefore will need to be transported some distance resulting in many loads being moved every day on local roads. The waste site adjacent to the proposed anaerobic digester will produce some 50,000 tons and the anaerobic digester plant will need 250,000 tons to keep running, the difference will have to come from somewhere and Dave stated that this needs to be determined before work commences. An anaerobic digester plant cannot be switched off and on, a major amount of work is needed each time it is stopped. Dave also pointed out that the building of an anaerobic digester plant is effectively an industrial site and this would be built on a greenfield site which is contrary to planning guidelines particularly as an industrial complex is sited elsewhere locally

Parish Councillors then discussed the AD plant. The information provided at the November meeting meant that the Parish Council saw no reason to object to the plant and hence supported the application. Information provided now called into question the information previously supplied and Parish Councillors decided to withdraw its support to the application until clarification had been received about the issues above.  Parish Councillors resolved to write to the planning officer at East Riding Council with its fears should the application be approved. Parish Councillors were very concerned at the potential increase in traffic in transporting liquid waste for spreading in parishes local to the proposed plant plus they needed reassurance that the plant was sustainable. Ward Councillor Nigel Wilkinson informed the meeting that there is an AD plant with planning permission at Holme on Spalding Moor and that also industrial sites are available in the Howden and Goole areas rather than building a new industrial complex on a greenfield site

David Marland spoke about the improvement works done and planned by the Church and the grant application for financial support for the refurbishment of the graveyard wall. The 5 yearly inspection carried out by the Diocese had confirmed the work to the wall was urgent but the final bill was much more than expected at £11,394 due to problems encountered during the work. The Church is working hard to gain grants for the £75,000 project of improving access for disabled plus toilets plus improving the paths around the Church so financial support from the Parish Council for the graveyard wall would be very welcome
