Public session

Karen Wood of East Riding of Yorkshire Council attended to discuss the Spaldington Wind Farm and the resulting community fund. Karen informed that the fund is voluntary and the turbine owners had committed £17,625 per annum to an area of benefit of 6 parishes and Howden. The ERYC will administer the fund and take a 10% fee, a committee will be formed to set fund criteria and consider grant requests and nominations for the committee will be sought shortly
Chairman thanked Karen for her attendance at the meeting
01/17 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 8/12/2016, these were approved and signed by the Chairman

02/17 Matters arising
· Dog fouling, offer of help from Bubwith School to be looked at shortly
· Allotments, annual agreement letters have been sent out, there are 5 vacant plots
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report
· Bubwith Centre, roof update and financial information. Richard Moore explained that the replacement of doors and windows would happen shortly but that decisions on the way forward with the building roof problems were on hold until after the Annual General Meeting of the Leisure Centre. The constitution of the Centre was being considered and this would have an impact on the way it was run. Clerk reminded the meeting that a low interest loan of £15,000 was still available to support replacing the roof if required, the loan is available for 1 year after being agreed
· Christmas 2016 event review, illness and poor weather meant lower numbers but the event was still well received and £166.36 was presented to the raise the roof fund. Thanks were expressed to Sarah Frazier, Malcolm Henson for the postbox, Richard and Shirley Moore for hosting the mulled wine event, Sandra Hills and Pauline Witts for providing the mulled wine plus everyone who attended and donated to the raise the roof fund. Ideas were discussed for Christmas 2017 and will be finalised during the year
· Breighton Road speed survey, it was resolved to ask for a survey between the Rail Trail and Southwood Drain. The hire of Speed Indication Devices at £500 for 4 weeks was considered too expensive
· Trees Staithe Street have still not been cut back and this will be followed up
· A potential one way system on Church Street has been refused by East Riding of Yorkshire Council, Clerk to follow up other options to improve traffic safety at the school gates
· A letter has been received about the footpath along Southwood Drain from Breighton Road to the Rail Trail, this footpath is being used by horse riders and Parish Councillors resolved to ask for signage to say it was a footpath and not a bridleway

16/04260/PLF Erection of a single storey extension to existing pool enclosure to provide additional facilities for the existing pool hire business and private use at 95 Breighton Road, Bubwith for Mrs Penny Bickerdyke, supported

16/03865/PLF External and internal alterations to detached garage to allow use as self-contained living accommodation ancillary to 74a Main Street, Bubwith, Parish Councillors assumed the annexe would be tied to the existing property and on this basis supported the application
