Prior to the meeting the Parish Council met with two people seeking co-option to the Parish Council, following this Liz Hayes and Pauline Mackintosh were co-opted and joined the meeting, they signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office
Public session
Andy Williams spoke about Speedwatch and suggested that the Parish Council support his letter requesting an early roll-out of Speedwatch in Bubwith parish. Parish Councillors were delighted to support this initiative
Four members from Breighton airfield attended to discuss concerns from residents about overflying of houses, they asked that specific information about which plane, when it occurred etc is provided. Richard Moore suggested that the airfield keep a “complaints book” to log concerns phoned in from residents. The Parish Council agreed to ask residents to log plane numbers and times and dates when overflying takes place 
Trish Clegg requested use of Chain Bar Green for two events ie 9 to 11 August when a scarecrow competition is being held by the Under 5s and also 21 September when Bubwith Against Speeding  wishes to erect a marquee to allow the group to supply information to residents watching a cycle race passing through the village. Parish Councillors were delighted to support these requests

39/19 Minutes of the previous meeting dated 9/5/2019 were approved and signed by the Chairman subject to a colon being used to clarify the Election of Chairman
Declaration of Interest. To record any declarations of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interest by any Member in respect of items on this agenda, Carol Hall, Richard Moore, Shaun Thompson non-pecuniary in Leisure Centre matters
40/19 Matters arising
· Bubwith Community Youth Club, Carol Hall reported that due to lack of people willing to take on leadership roles the YC will not reopen after the summer holidays, some new helper volunteers have come forward but a new Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer are needed. The average number of young people attending each week is between 22 and 40. Victoria Aitken reported that other parishes had employed youth leaders, Richard Falkingham asked if the Church might help. It was decided that the Parish Council will keep alive the issue on agendas and minutes to keep it in the public eye
· Bus service update, Carol Hall reported that from September the Howden School bus will no longer be a service bus as well 
· Dog fouling report, nothing to report
· Allotments, Clerk reported on the work done by Malcolm Henson to keep the allotments areas tidy, Malcolm was thanked by his fellow Parish Councillors
· Public Rights of Way, motor cyclists on footpaths were becoming an issue, the newsletter to report these problems and advise people not to do it
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Shaun Thompson reported that work on Phase 1 would start on 8 July and it was hoped to keep the building in use as much as possible. Leisure Centre meetings were now held on the first Thursday of each month. Richard Moore reported on the grant situation and cash flow problems caused by having to pay the contractor before a grant claim could be made. The Parish Council had already agreed to take out a low interest Public Works Loan Board loan to support this if needed and it was resolved to be set this £60,000 loan in place. Richard reported that the budget for the project had risen by £15,000 due to increased insulation costs following the Grenfell tragedy and it was also concluded that a new heating system is needed to meet the new designs . The Clerk declared that he was also the volunteer treasurer of the Leisure and Sports Centre Committee, he reported on figures showing how much the Committee had spent on the preparation work before the grant applications were made, Clerk also reported on expenditure to improve facilities for existing users eg doors/windows, kitchen, disabled toilet etc. This showed the commitment of the Committee to the Centre. Two items had to be taken out of the budget, one being the cinema provision and a separate grant application is being made for this and also the special effects lighting. Chairman noted that £3,000 would cover the cost of this lighting and that there was sufficient in the Parish Council reserves to pay for this. Richard Falkingham proposed, Mile Suddaby seconded that a special grant of £3,000 be made when required to cover this cost, this was resolved by 9 votes to nil (Richard Moore abstained). A coffee morning is to be held on Sunday 14 July when plans will be available to view and the Leisure Centre Committee will be on hand to answer questions
· Community Led Housing consultation phase, further meeting held on 10 June, the meeting agreed that this type of housing would be beneficial to the parish but that the response to the consultation to date was low. It was agreed that the consultation could be redone in September along with similar work in surrounding villages
· HGV traffic from Breighton Airfield, Clerk reported on a successful meeting with Brecks and the ERYC Officer on 23 May and that this would hopefully help the problems
· Breighton Airfield issues with flying over housing was discussed in the public session
· Bubwith Against Speeding was discussed in the public session
· Clerk reported that he and Barry Carpus had met with the film company at the corner of Intake Lane and B1228 to discuss the litter around the site and that actions will be taken to keep the site tidy
