Minutes of the Bubwith Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 10 October 2019 in Bubwith Leisure Centre

Public session, Trish Clegg attended to discuss the Under 5s grant application and plans for Christmas displays
Trish explained that the U5’s winter term was usually low in income due to the loss of 4 year olds who attracted Government support to school and the influx of 2 year olds who do not, hence the application was to support running costs during the winter term. Richard Moore explained that the rent in the Leisure Centre was subsidised and the Under 5s were paying £6 an hour instead of £9 like all other users, the rent was being raised to £7.50 from 1 January 2020. He pointed out that the balance sheet indicated that due to annual losses the Under 5s would be out of business in 2 years regardless of the rent level. Trish Clegg said that when the Centre phase 2 development work was completed then pre and post nursery type provision could be provided. It was pointed out that this is possible now as the existing room was available. Richard Falkingham noted the rent paid to the Leisure Centre and its importance. Pauline Mackintosh reported that the school roll is shrinking and needs to be supported by having children entering from the Under 5s. Sandra Hills noted that working parents needed care that extends from approx. 7.30am until 6.30pm at least 5 days per week, currently not available at the Under 5s hence children were being taken elsewhere eg North Duffield and were then staying in North Duffield for schooling. Sandra asked what marketing was being carried out to test what Bubwith parents need in terms of nursery care. Trish replied that existing parents and the ERYC development worker plus FISH were consulted. Trish noted that currently there were no funds to staff this type of nursery care. John Watkinson asked how the Under 5s were striving to improve and Trish noted that Ofsted drove this. Richard Falkingham asked if a 52 weeks a year service was to be offered to try and keep children in the village for nursery care and Trish reported that currently the Under 5s and childminders worked together on this
Turning to Christmas preparations Richard Moore reported that he was again willing to host the post-Christmas Carols event in his barn on 22 December with the format as in previous years, Clerk to contact Denise Shingler about the song sheet. It was agreed that the ChristmasTree would be collected by Richard Falkingham on Thursday 28 November and erected at 9am on Friday 29 November. The lights switch on would be at 6pm allowing people to walk down to the Leisure Centre for the start of Charlotte Atkinson’s Entertainment evening. Malcolm Henson will provide the Santa post box as per previous years. Trish reported that she had £200 in funds raised with hopefully more to come to improve the lights display. Trish and Malcolm Henson to meet to discuss what lighting can be achieved on the current transformer

· Dog fouling, it was reported that the dog bin in the Churchyard had been filled to overflowing and Clerk to ask people via the newsletter to use the bin outside the Church gate in future to avoid this health risk
· Allotments field, dogs are not allowed but dog poo has been found on the access road 
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, the opening by Harry Gration of the newly refurbished hall took place successfully on 4 October with approx. 150 people attending. The committee are now looking to raise grant funding for phase 2
· Breighton Airfield issues with flying over housing. John Watkinson was pleased to see so many people at the recent test flight and the positive reaction from the Real Aeroplane Company. He is to visit the airfield in November for further discussions
· Grant application for Willitoft defibrillator was partially successful and the Spaldington Wind Farm Fund granted £683 which is half of the cost. Richard Falkingham offered £200 towards the balance and the Parish Council agreed to fund the remaining £483
· Photocopier, Clerk reported that he and Barry Carpus would present options to the meeting for production of the newsletter plus a general photocopier following the loss of the current copier in January 2020. Option of looking at the school for help plus Liz Hayes offered to help in the discussions
· Raw sewage Breighton Road, it was agreed to make this an agenda item every 6 months to ask Yorkshire Water to check the sewers plus to note in the newsletter what is allowed to be flushed down the toilet. The complaint to be escalated to the CEO of Yorkshire Water, Victoria Aitken asked to be kept informed so she can support these initiatives
· Christmas, discussed in the public session
· Community Led Housing, Rick Braithwaite is planning to consult the parish again

Under 5s grant request for £765, it was recognised that a complete service is not being provided but rather a facility to fit in with historical use and that the Under 5s needed to look at today’s market. The Parish Council needed to look at the needs of the whole parish and working parents needed nursery care that is not being provided and as a result the school is suffering loss of children. Parents are taking them elsewhere for nursery care and keeping them at these other places for schooling. It was unanimously felt that the Under 5s should be asked to provide what is needed for working parents if they wish future grant funding. The current provisions are very short hours and not providing the support that working parents needed. It was reported that School Governors are planning to test the market to see what parents, both of children at the school and more widely, need from the School and that the Under 5s should be asked to do the same for nursery provision to become more commercially aware
It was therefore unanimously agreed that the grant be given but that the Under 5s be asked to present a Business Development Plan to the Parish Council at the January 2020 meeting
Clerk presented the half year financial results with a forecast for the full year, this will be updated for the November meeting to inform discussions on the annual precept for 2020/21
