The process started earlier this year had been paused and it was decided to consult via a survey, with questions based on views on running early years provision. The survey will be distributed via School, Parish Council newsletter and social media and will also include a listening event at School prior to the conclusion of the survey at the end of January 2020. Carol Hall noted that this will potentially affect the Under 5s group and it was reported that they had already met with Governors. Chairman congratulated the Governors on a very good survey layout and asked that the Parish Council be kept informed at the end of the process

A list of thanks was made for inclusion in the newsletter, the improved display was welcomed and it was agreed that a review be held at the February PC meeting and the Bubwith Elves to be invited. The Carols Evening on Sunday 22 December, 6pm on the Village Green and afterwards at Shirley and Richard Moore’s barn, was confirmed and mulled wine provision agreed, it was resolved that the cost of this wine be paid by the Parish Council up to a limit of £200

· Dog fouling report, concerns have been received via the school about thoughtless dog owners not picking up near the School and children having school-clothes ruined by fouling
· Allotments report, there will be spare plots in 2020

· Bubwith Leisure Centre. Richard Moore reported that Phase 1 had been completed and that grants were being investigated to complete Phase 2 plus to refurbish the toilets. New social activities will start in the New Year. Carol Hall and the Clerk have met with a playground designer and it is hoped to move the playground to nearer the field.  Richard reported that in the future consideration will be given to moving the cricket square and building changing rooms near the existing garage but for now Phase 2 has priority
· Breighton Airfield issues with flying over housing, nothing to report
· Defibrillator at Willitoft, electrician will install shortly
· Photocopier has been arranged for a January delivery, Barry Carpus and Liz Hayes agreed to meet with the Clerk to discuss the layout of the newsletter to make it more reader friendly

· Proposal to have planters on the B1228. Clerk reported that the East Riding Council would not allow planters like the ones at Fogathorpe as this was against policy. Liz Hayes reported that the Bubwith Against Speeding group had discussed planters at their meeting and hoped that the Parish Council would progress this with the East Riding Council. Parish Councillors noted that the PC would need to design and fund planters and also arrange regular maintenance ie weeding, watering and replanting. Liz noted that planters would cost £800+ with a lot of volunteer time to build, paint and plant. Liz Hayes proposed Pauline Mackintosh seconded that planters be progressed, this was defeated by 5 votes to 3 with 1 abstention. Clerk to write to the Bubwith Against Speeding group
