· Christmas events, a debrief will be held at the February meeting but in the meantime thanks were expressed to Richard and Shirley Moore for hosting the post-Carols event for the 13th consecutive year. Richard thanked Parish Councillors for their help is preparing the venue. Chairman thanked Pauline Mackintosh and Malcolm Henson for providing the magic of Christmas for our parish children. It was reported that the New Years Eve event had been successful with some 70 people attending
· Bus service update, Transport Champion nothing to report 
· Dog fouling report, the owner of one particular dog appears to be an ongoing problem and efforts will be made to identify this owner to report to the Dog Warden of East Riding of Yorkshire Council
· Allotments report, rent requests for 2020 have been sent out, there are 1 perhaps 2 vacant plots in the existing layout
· Public Rights of Way, the work done on the Rail Trail at the junction with Breighton Road was discussed. It was appreciated that some like the work and some don’t, the concern of the Parish Council was that no consultation had taken place and no future maintenance plan has been given. Parish Councillors also wondered what work might be carried out next
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Richard Moore reported that grants had been applied for to complete phase 2 and other works needed. Since the completion of phase 1 the level of bookings has risen dramatically and the Centre is being used much more. There are further plans to extend the usage as the months progress. The AGM of the charity will be held on Thursday 5 March
· Breighton Airfield issues with flying over housing have improved and it is hoped that this continues when the better weather arrives
· Newsletter layout, Barry Carpus and Liz Hayes had met with the Clerk and proposals agreed for a new layout, examples will be ready shortly for consideration. Barry noted that a Microsft Office package was needed and proposed  that this be purchased, seconded Liz Hayes and resolved unanimously, the cost will be approximately £180 and authority was given for this purchase
· Willitoft defibrillator grant, a claim has been made for the £683.00, the defib is now on the ambulance system
