23/20 Matters arising
· Christmas events, meeting with electrician to be held in the future
· Bus service update, Transport Champion nothing to report. The email asking for continued support for the subsidy for Fri/Sat evening services in 2020/21 was supported, we are now waiting for further information about whether this will extend the period of support
· Dog fouling, sadly this is still a major concern and footpaths are becoming a hazard to walk
· Allotments report, there is 1 vacant allotment, Clerk is keeping allotments holders informed of the Allotment Association advice on what to do when working on their plots
· Public Rights of Way, it was noted that on some walks it is difficult to keep social distancing and newsletter to ask for this to be considered
· Bubwith Leisure Centre is shut down, ongoing costs are still there even during the shut down and the Committee is investigating grant support to stay solvent
· Breighton Airfield is shut down except for emergencies, John Watkinson will be meeting with Charles Sunter when conditions allow
· Newsletter layout to be looked at in the future. It was decided to present an April edition, to defer usual adverts, to allow parish businesses the opportunity to inform of ways that essential foodstuffs etc can be accessed locally
· Community Led Housing nothing to report
· Bubwith School and provision of pre-school support, the Parish Council has offered support to the School as they stay open for children of key workers. Lunch is coming via Howden School
· Bubwith Surgery closure, there was concern that the closure would become permanent, Chairman reported that full consultation would be needed before any closure were considered. Chairman to contact the Surgery to offer support if required
· Youth Club employment of a youth leader, the Youth Club is volunteer strong but needs someone to run it ie to set up, derig, buy sweets, complete finances and other admin plus to arrange and plan sessions. Carol Hall reported that current volunteers were happy to work with a paid youth leader and it was resolved that the Parish Council would employ a youth leader to run the Youth Club. Information was discussed to allow a grant application to be made and this will be done shortly, the employment by the Parish Council is not conditional on a grant being received
· Grass cutting by ERYC has been suspended due to the virus emergency, residents are cutting some areas voluntarily, the planned Streetscene walkabout has also been postponed until next year

· Grass cutting in the Church Graveyard, facebook comments have brought forward people willing to help. Clerk to check when the mowers will be returned 
· Employees and furlough, as grass cutting and litter picking has ceased it was agreed to ask if people would be willing to cut grass in the parish and also to take charge of their part of the parish for litter picking
· The new Rail Trail Bubwith sign at the junction with Breighton Road was well received and a letter of thanks to be sent
· Direction sign, wooden black and white sign on Bubwith village green is in need of repair and painting, permission has been received from ERYC and this will be done asap
· Noted that Bubwith Under 5s is currently closed and no information on its future
