Public session, 3 members of public were invited to make their feelings known about the issue of overflying from Breighton Airfield
John Watkinson stated that the last 9 months had been good in terms of lack of overflying and the relationship built up with Charles Sunter had improved the situation, the recent overflying by one plane and subsequent email was a one off.

Charles Sunter agreed that improvements had been made to the flying circuit but pointed out that on occasions overflying might happen due to safety concerns. The one-off issue as above was contested by the pilot and Charles saw no point in getting into an argument

Everyone agreed that since the Airfield and Parish Council had arranged the test flight last year there had been much improved communication and less cause for concerns.

Richard Falkingham pointed out that the plane flown by the pilot above needed more stringent safety guidelines and therefore could not always keep to the circuit as agreed by Charles

Chairman summed up the discussion by saying that this one-off issue had caused concerns but she felt that everyone was content with the procedures in place and that John Watkinson speaking on behalf of Breighton residents will continue to meet with Charles Sunter to discuss issues

Chairman thanked the guests for their contribution

· Christmas events, meeting with electrician to be held in the future
· Bus service, Transport Champion Carol Hall had made a resident aware that the Friday and Saturday evening buses were not running as planned during the virus emergency
· Dog fouling, despite all of the recent newsletter coverage the problem was still a major concern. It was agreed that somehow the parish needed to get tough with offenders and the only way was to report them either directly to the East Riding Council or in confidence to the Parish Clerk. Parish Councillors were very disillusioned with some dog owners who consistently either do not pick up or they bag it up and leave the bags
· Allotments report. Application to the tree planting fund to make a community wood/copse/orchard: grant guideline maximum is now £5,000, advice is being taken from the grant administrators and Henleys Nursery and an application is being prepared. Richard Falkingham pointed out that smaller trees always overtook larger trees so to look to plant trees grown for 2 years in pots and 2 years in the ground. A name for the new wood was discussed and it was agreed that the Parish Council should offer the School the opportunity to get involved in naming the wood, planning the layout and planting the trees
· Public Rights of Way, nothing to report
· Bubwith Leisure Centre is shut down. Richard Moore reported that the commuted sum allocation has been confirmed and work on the toilets and changing rooms will start Monday 15 June plus to follow decorating the upstairs room, corridor and changing rooms (some voluntary painting) so that the building can be opened when allowed and be as clean and safe as possible. Expenses will be incurred to clarify the legal title and to upgrade the fire system. All of these issues will be carried out over the lock down period. Richard reported a positive meeting with the football club and that the Under 5s will not re-open until September if at all, Carol Hall reported that many pre-school groups were closing
· Breighton Airfield, concerns reference overflying and pilot’s response, covered earlier
· Newsletter content for May was discussed when the actual was compared to a new potential format. There was general agreement that the new format was a good change and Parish Councillors were asked to present to the Chairman their ideas of a new newsletter name so it can be voted on at the July meeting
· Community Led Housing nothing to report
· Bubwith School and provision of pre-school support, future action
· Youth Club employment of a youth leader, grant has been applied for to fund the leader with a decision expected in July. Presuming the Youth Club is allowed to re-open in September it would be expected that adverts can be placed late July with interviews to be held mid-August. Chairman asked if a safe-guarding expert should be present on the interview panel, Carol Hall to check
· Rail Trail bridge, Richard Falkingham suggested that the Ramblers Group be contacted for support and Victoria Aitken said she will help if possible
· Road surface problems, Intake Lane potholes have been repaired
· Sign-post on the corner of Chain Bar Green to be renovated by our handyman
