· State of verges Clay Lane Breighton, update from ERYC circulated, it was accepted that money was an issue but Parish Councillors resolved to keep up the pressure to have improvement works done
· Bus service, Transport Champion report, late night bus contribution of £378.87 has been requested by City of York Council and was agreed
· Allotments and orchard, all current allotment vacancies have been taken, balance of grant has been received being £2,905.35 and Clerk explained what this would be used for
· Public Rights of Way, finger post at the bottom of Staithe Street is missing, a branch on the footpath along the river in the Churchyard is hanging low, the bridge at the end of Annumhills Road is still missing
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Shaun Thompson reported on the AGM of the charity with 2 new Trustees being appointed. Richard Moore was installed as Life President in recognition of his fine work for the charity. Hire charges have been raised by an average of 8% being the first rise in many years
· Cycle track to be project managed by the Parish Council, £8,000 grant awarded, due to the uncertainty of when the Cycle Track will be built it was resolved to return the grant
· Bubwith Bugle and Facebook page, nothing new to report
· Youth Club, PAG grant application failed, this would have paid for part of the salaries of the Youth Leaders. It was resolved to make further applications. Liz Hayes reported that she was now Chair of the Youth Club Committee and a meeting had been held with the committee and youth leaders. The next meeting will be held in August to review and plan forward. Liz was pleased to report that a 52” plasma TV had been donated for the YC members to play games on and the Leisure Centre Trustees will be asked if it can be sited in the bar lounge

· Dog mess, signs have been put in place to encourage people to pick up mess
