· State of verges Clay Lane Breighton, update from ERYC dated 22/4/22 circulated. The sweeping and drain cleaning actions were welcomed but no long term solution has yet been brought forward by ERYC
· Bus service, Transport Champion nothing to report
· Allotments and orchard, telegraph pole has been sited for an owl box and Malcolm Henson is constructing the owl box
· Public Rights of Way, the finger post on the pole at bottom of Staithe Street is missing

· Youth Club, Liz Hayes reported that due to long travel times and cost of fuel Michelle Parker had left her post. Carol Hall is now arranging volunteer rotas, the YC is still going well with an average of 40 children attending. Liz is now Chair of the YC Committee, responsibilities and conditions of service for the remaining Youth leader have been discussed and will be set in place
· Anti-social behaviour, a Bubwith resident has written to the Parish Council reporting harassment by another resident, the Police have been informed.
