· State of verges Clay Lane Breighton, the road outside Ivy House Farm is breaking up, this is to be reported to ERYC Highways
· Bus service, Transport Champion will attend the planned zoom meeting

· Public Rights of Way, Sandra Hills reported that the PROW from the rail trail to the B1228 was in good condition
· Bubwith Leisure Centre, Sandra Hills explained that the volunteers running the Centre were retiring in the next few months and a part time employee is needed to take the pressure off remaining volunteers to allow them to manage the site effectively. There was general support for the concept of funding a part time employee by the Parish Council and this was unanimously voted through. Sandra noted that new volunteers were coming forward and it was important that they saw a site being managed successfully with measured volunteer support. The Clerk showed that as an example if a an extra £6,000 was granted to pay for a part time employee then this would cost each Band D payer 22.8p per week. It was agreed that the volunteer committee would come back with plans which will be ratified by the Parish Council. It was felt that this should run for say 2 years and then be reviewed

· Youth Club, the second Youth Leader has been employed and is attending a first aid course, DBS is being checked and safeguarding training will happen. It was agreed that the entrance fee for children should be increased to £1.50, the first increase in at least 25 years. The vote to increase was tied at 4 each with 1 abstention and the Chair’s casting vote was used. Paula Clark is now running the volunteer rota
· Anti-social behaviour, graffiti on the concrete block at the amenity land near the bridge cannot be removed so a paint over will be arranged by Shaun Thompson
· Benches for the parish will be sited asap, a grant application has been approved for an extra bench The tip up seating in the 4 bus shelters has been ordered and will be sited by the manufacturer when in the area
· Use of the Community Payback Scheme will be looked at in the future as and when required
