· Christmas 2016 event review, illness and poor weather meant lower numbers but the event was still well received and £166.36 was presented to the raise the roof fund. Ideas were discussed for Christmas 2017 and will be finalised during the year

BUBWITH LEISURE CENTRE CHARITY ACCOUNT, the financial year-end finances for the charity account have been audited by the Parish Council Chair Ann Smith (this does not include figures for the licensed bar which is a separate company). Year end is the end of November
The charity is run by a voluntary committee and this committee works hard to keep the Leisure Centre open and running for the benefit of the community
Income for the year was £35,423.25 
Expenditure for the year was £23,756.37
The operating surplus was therefore £11,666.88 but this includes grant monies of £12,000 from the National Lottery, a charitable trust and via Howden Rotary which will be used soon to replace the doors and windows of the Leisure Centre. A further £5,375.00 income from the failed grant for the roof will be returned to us soon
When these adjustments are made the ‘true’ operating surplus is therefore £5,041.88
The year-end bank balance is £20,061.08 and when the adjustments are made this will drop to approx. £10,000. Despite the £50k grant being taken back the other grants received mean that the doors and windows will be replaced soon

The Centre, Playing Field and Children’s Play Area are used by hundreds of people each week, the community asset is vital in supporting the social lives of our children and adults, the money needed to make it a safe and pleasant place to be is raised by volunteers. The only external money received is when grant applications are made, the operating surplus above is hard earned and is a compliment to the volunteers who give up their time and the community who support
RAISE THE ROOF appeal for the Leisure Centre, there have been two fantastic donations in December, the Quiz held in the bar on the last Friday of every month had its annual “pull the charity out of the hat” on Christmas Eve (there were 12 charities nominated by the individual monthly quiz winners) the charity out of the hat was Raise the Roof and a magnificent sum of £616 has been donated. Pauline Hewson has run the quizzes for the year so well done Pauline take a bow, ably supported by Terry and Denise. The second donation of £166.36 came from the mulled wine evening following Christmas Carols around the tree, this annual event held in Richard & Shirley’s barn was enjoyed by all for the 11th year, tremendous work Richard & Shirley!! Thanks this year to Sandra Hills and Pauline Witts for supplying the mulled wine, thanks also to all who attended and made donations
